USA Visit

As the title says, we are in America and looking forward to returning to Uganda at the end of
the month. We have been here for two months now and we are anxious to return home to
Africa. One of the main reasons for our visit is to visit doctors. It looks as if there is nothing
seriously wrong with us.

We have not been able to visit all our supporters; we hope to visit everybody in 2018. We did
take one long trip and were reminded of how beautiful America is.

Each year at this time we present our Christmas wish list to you. These are ministry projects we
would like funding for. Please look at these requests and support them as God enables and
leads.

Here you see one request which is
for a replacement for our shelter
which we sit under to teach our
Bible classes. Recently, a violent
storm destroyed the shelter after
it gave us many years of faithful
service.

We estimate that it will cost
around $1500 for this project.
Partial funding would help us if
the whole amount is too much.

We could also use help to fund
these weekly classes. It costs
about $88.00 per week for this
Bible study. This money pays for a
lunch for between 55-60 students
each week and also for
transportation for those who live
too far away to walk.

Maybe you or your Sunday School
class could pay for a few of these
classes.

We always need money for Bibles, and currently we are concentrating on sending Bibles to
South Sudan and DRC Congo refugees. Pictured next is a photo taken inside a South Sudanese
church within Bweyale refugee camp. When we finished squeezing people into the church, we



had 773 attendees including those listening outside on the dirt. It always pains me when | see
people with Bibles so worn out that much of the Bible is missing. What is worse is the fact that
many of these refugees have no Bible at all. We can provide Bibles, in their local language, to
these fellow Christians for $12.00 each. Help us put a smile on their faces as we present the
Bibles you provide.

Sponsor one of our volunteer country coordinators. We don’t pay these men who open ATA
teaching centers in their countries, but we do provide funds to help them travel to different
parts of their countries. Recently | asked one of these men why he hadn’t been opening new
classes. He said he couldn’t raise the $27.00 needed to travel to a town where a church was
waiting to open an ATA teaching center. These men require $50 to $250 per month. You can
pick a coordinator from one of the following countries: Nigeria, Liberia, Ghana, Malawi,
Tanzania, or Zambia. Let me know if you have a particular country you would like to invest in or
just send a donation and mark your gift for ATA coordinator. The photo below shows an ATA
class in Zambia including a local cult member pictured kneeling second from the left. We are
praying that the class will be God’s way of saving this cult member.



This young man is called John
Yoak Manyol; he is a refugee from
South Sudan. John is a total
orphan and his pastor asked us to
support him to go to school. John
is always the top student in his
class. We think he is a good
kingdom investment. He requires
$100 per month.
